At the conclusion of 2008 I was able to complete the reporting on the Rukubi Water Project.  

All of you were involved in funding or constructing the project.

 

In summary of the project, Karura-Nairobi and Denver Mile High Rotaries and Tumaini Ministries were the major parties for the project.  With Rotary's initial commitment to back the project, Tumaini was able to get other parties to invest in a deep-water well, and a high water tank. Rotary funded the installation of water delivery lines down several miles of rural roads so that everyone in the town of Rukubi (population 5000) now has a water tap and meter on their lot.  Everyone now has good potable water on their property where prior to this, all relied on poor quality surface water wherever it could be gathered.
